4) Embracing and supporting the diversity of the community we serve

General Requirements for the Arts In Education Mini-Grant

1.  All applicants must be of legal contractual age as defined by the state of Colorado (18+).

2.  All projects must directly benefit students in Lafayette.

3.  All projects must function directly with a Lafayette school.

4.  Projects should be completed by 06/30/2010.

5.  A final report will be completed by the grant recipient by 09/30/2010, after the completion of the project.  The final 

     report form will be provided to all grant recipients at the time the grant is awarded.

General Application Guidelines

Eligibility:  Project-based grants for projects including performance or group art activities with an educational focus and/or participatory learning opportunities are available to teachers who qualify under the General Requirements.  Awards will not exceed $350.  There is no restriction as to the minimum amount that may be requested.  In the current climate of budget reductions, this grant program will be highly competitive.

For Individuals:  The State of Colorado law requires proof of citizenship at the time of the grant award.

Exclusions: Funds will not be provided for: Projects that have occurred before the grant deadline, capital improvements, fundraising events, receptions, existing general operating budgets and/or salaries for employees of organizations, reductions of deficits from past programs.
