Crime reporting guidelines are developed by the Federal Bureau of Investigation so that law enforcement agencies can present a 
nationwide view of crime comparably.  Colorado requires all law enforcement agencies to compile crime statistics through the National 
Incident Based Reporting System (NIBRS) method.  This method was developed to improve quality of crime data collection.  Classification 
procedures allow multiple-offense incidents to be reported, not just the hierarchy offense in each incident.  Law enforcement is required 
to collect data on Group A offenses (above) and report this data to the state.  Some determining factors to designate an offense as Group 
A include seriousness of offense, frequency & prevalence nationwide.

Advancements in Technology:   
 
The Lafayette Police Department replaced VHF radios in 2016 with dual 
band radios.   Radio technology has changed over the past several years 
and the police department needed the updated technology in order to 
communicate on both radio frequencies used by our surrounding police 
agencies.  The ability to communicate with surrounding police agencies is 
crucial to officer safety, passing critical information on to surrounding 
agencies during a crises and response time to & from surrounding 

jurisdictions.  
 

The department also replaced the radar-speed trailer used for 
approximately the past 20 years with a new trailer.  Our new radar-
speed trailer has modern technology that collects and classifies traffic 
data.  Speed trailers are commonly deployed in locations where 
speeding is a problem.  They have proven to be a very successful tool 
in speed reduction efforts.  
 
Police officers were equipped with smart phones in 2016, replacing 
older cellular devices.  Smart phones provide officers the ability to 
easily share and transfer information and photos while out on the 
street or crime scenes.   

 

Investigations 
  

The detective unit is organized into the following areas of criminal investigation:  Persons Crimes, Property 
Crimes, Financial Crimes, Juvenile Crimes and Special Investigations.  Detectives also serve on various collateral 
units such as Drug Task Force, Adult & Child Protection Review team (Boulder County teams) and gang 
intelligence, terrorism liaison officer, major crime scene investigations, liquor enforcement and sex offender 
registration.   The unit was assigned 234 cases in 2016 and cleared 61.9% of cases assigned. 
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Community Oriented Policing and Problem Solving (COPPS) 
 

The Lafayette Police Department has a focus on community-oriented policing and problem-solving. This 
focus coordinates effective initiatives from supervisors, detectives, patrol officers and animal control.  It 
involves targeted and increased foot patrols, security assessments, summer impact teams and park quality-
enhancement projects, just to name a few.  COPPS initiatives are tracked closely to measure effectiveness 
and problem-solve.  Some examples of COPPS projects include crime free multi-housing, targeted traffic 
safety enforcement and extra patrols in businesses for shoplifting reduction efforts.  A recurring project the 
department does every year is called “You’ve Been Noticed,” whereby police officers give youth a free pool 
pass who have been noticed being helpful, being cooperative, providing information and many other 
community good deeds.
